Newcomer Jeff Leonard has put together an excellent debut CD. I'll Take My Chances not only 

shows Jeff's style and vocal range, but it also demonstrates that this artist knows what country 

music is. The CD is modern country and fits in nicely with what you hear on the radio, but it also 

stays true to the core of country music, with steel guitar and fiddles used throughout the album.  

There isn't a bad song on this CD and I'm impressed with the number of really excellent songs 

that I found here. Unlike a lot of CDs that only have one or two songs that are really good, Jeff 

has found a bunch that are stand out tracks.  

Some of the strongest songs on the CD are the up-tempo songs. "I'm On the Edge" leads off the 

CD and sets the tone for the great songs to come. This is a strong and entertaining song about a 

man who has just about had enough of the woman who has been cheating on him and stringing 

him along. "I'll Take My Chances Loving You" is the other side of the coin with a man declaring 

his love for the woman in his life. It may not always be easy and they may have problems, but he 

loves her enough to take his chances loving her. "I Went in Sane, But Came out Crazy" is an 

excellent song describing what happens when you meet that special someone. He had never 

found a reason to open his heart before, but all of a sudden he's found himself lovesick. She's the 
one for him and he's crazy over her. 

Jeff's ballads and more introspective songs show his depth and his ability to bring emotion to the 

songs he sings. "Out of the Picture" has the feel of a classic country song in the making. A sad 

song about a guy who is no longer with the woman he loves. He's "out of the picture and in a 

lonely frame of mind." "At Least She Don't Remind Me of you" has a cool groove and an 

empowering feel to it. An ex-girlfriend tries to convince her ex that his new girlfriend has a lot of 

problems. He tells her that she may not be perfect, but "at least she don't remind me of you!" 

"Call It What You Want" is another strong ballad dealing with a man who is with a woman who 

is still not over her ex-boyfriend. 

In short, Jeff Leonard's debut CD, I'll Take My Chances, is a strong CD from a talented artist. 

With excellent song choices and a great vocal performance, this CD can stand up with any CD 

that is currently out on the market.
